Thank you for showing interest in various works in Yaxley as detailed below:

· Cut the grass at Yaxley burial ground, the part, which is the responsibility of the Parish Council, (it is the rectangular area on the south side of the Churchyard beyond the noticeboard) and well seat 9 times per year.

· Strim and mow the area around the graves and collect the grass cuttings.

· Trim the hedges around the burial ground twice per year.

· Maintain and tidy the area around the village notice board (this is opposite the junction of the road to Eye/A140 and the Ipswich Road in Yaxley) once each month from March to November, or as instructed by the Parish Clerk. .

· Cut the grass on the roundabout on the A140 at the junction of Eye Road, Yaxley and Castleton Way to ensure good visibility for drivers using it once each month from March to November, or as instructed by the Parish Clerk. .

· Cut the splays either side of the junction of the A140 and Eye Road once each month from March to November, or as instructed by the Parish Clerk. 
· Cut the foliage on the area in front of Cherry Tree Close in June and September, or as instructed by the Parish Clerk to ensure good visibility from the Mellis direction for drivers leaving it and joining the road.
· Cut back weeds on the footpath from Church Close to Eye Road as instructed by Parish Clerk.
· Allotments:

· A first cut of the allotments will take place in March/April each year to a height of 10 cm and the next cut will take place in June/July, depending on the amount of growth.

· The boundary hedge will be cut to a height of 2 to 3 m and any trees in the hedge will be protected.

· The hedge will be cut every 2 to 3 years with each side being cut on alternate years. A buffer area will be left at the bottom of the hedge.

· Tidy and clear the unused allotments and the area around the shed and entrance each month from March to November.

· Cut the hedge and clear the pavement from Burns Close to Mellis Primary School three times per year in April, June and August or as instructed by the Parish Clerk.
